2019 UOS-XMU SUMMER SCHOOL INTERNATIONAL
PROGRAMME OVERVIEW
The UOS-XMU summer school programme aims to provide aspiring students from University of Southampton (UOS) with abundant learning resources and cutting-edged knowledge about China’s economy, culture and other related academic areas, while promoting further development of the collaboration and exchange between the two universities. 

This intensive two-week programme is designed for the students of the UOS who would like to learn more about Chinese economic concepts, developments and prospects in its social and cultural context. In order to create a visualized and dynamic environment for immersion study, the programme mainly consists of classroom lectures, field trips, culture experiences and workshop activities. 
Lectures are designed to fully engage students by presenting interesting topics worthy of exploration and discussion, addressed by renowned scholars under each issue. To offer the students with “living textbooks”, a series of field trips are arranged for them to understand local industries and lifestyle, not only limited to the famous companies, historical sites and cultural attractions of Xiamen city, but also the one of the most important Chinese ports along ancient Maritime Silk road – Quanzhou.

In addition, cultural experience is a very important aspect of this programme. Students will have hands-on opportunities to be exposed with a fascinating mix of traditional Chinese culture, including Chinese tea, martial arts, Chinese painting and calligraphy and Chinese food. To promote people-to-people exchange, we will also organize workshop activities for UOS and XMU student to cooperate in group projects.

As a special offer of the summer school of the UOS, the organizer will cover local hospitality, including meals, accommodation in Xiamen, some travel expenses for field trips, tuition fee, educational materials, welcome dinner, and course completion certificates.
